REQUIREMENTS 

We expect that the successful candidate possesses the following qualifications, 

experience and competencies: 

- A degree (preferably a post graduate degree) plus a teaching qualification with 
considerable leadership experience; as well as preferably: 

- Sound educational leadership (middle management) experience (guideline: 

minimum 4-7 years); 

- Excellent communication skills in English (written and spoken) and proficiency 

in German would be advantageous; 

- Sound pedagogic vision to teach for the 21st century; 

- Preferably teaching or having taught in a Primary School with an internationally 

recognised curriculum such as a Cambridge International, Baden-Württemberg 

(or other German federal state) or IB Curriculum School; 

- A demonstrated ability to innovate and apply new approaches to schooling 

adolescents.
